Academic Year 2010-2011 Fellowship (Fall 2010-Spring 2011)
($15,000 stipend and tuition for up to 10 credits per semester) for U.S. citizen or permanent resident UHM graduate students who combine modern Southeast Asian language training with area or international studies in degree-seeking programs.  Students who already possess language fluency equivalent to educated native speakers will be given lowest consideration.  This fellowship is not primarily intended for Ph.D. dissertation research and write-up.  Note that this and other major fellowships/aid, such as GA/TA positions, cannot be held concurrently.

Summer 2010 Fellowship 

($2,500 stipend and tuition up to $4,000) for U.S. citizen or permanent resident, degree-seeking UHM graduate students who will enroll in a formal summer intensive language program. Before submission, your language study program must be assessed by a UH language instructor for overall merit based on the following criteria: 

A summer language program should meet the “intensive” requirement of 140 or more hours of instruction for students at the intermediate level (2nd & 3rd years), or 120 hours of instruction for advanced-level students (4th year & above). Summer recipients must attend a program of 6 weeks in length at a minimum. Individual tutoring is not acceptable. 
Please discuss your program with language faculty well before the submission date to avoid potential difficulties as the application deadline will not be extended.  Final program approval and/or later changes to the awarded program rest with the Center for Southeast Asian Studies.
